" HOLLYWOOD PARK ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Hollywood Park Elementary School has completed the School
Choice Enhancement Program, with all items purchased with its
$100,000 budget benefiting its campus and curriculum. Among
the selected upgrades is a cafeteria projector, laptops, audio
equipment and playground upgrades. The playground has a new
slide, a rock climbing structure and a rubber surface for safety.
The projector and audio equipment are in the cafeteria, to be
used for meetings, events, and assemblies. The new laptops will
be essential in and out of the classroom as many students
continue to navigate distance learning.

With Media Center renovations complete and Building

With lighting installation complete and fire alarm
components on their way, roofing is all that remains for
the renovations at Colbert Museum Magnet. Roofers
are actively moving across campus, gutting old roofing
systems to prep for replacements.

HOLLYWOOD CENTRAL ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

The existing roof at Hollywood Central Elementary
has been demolished and a temporary roof has
been installed as repairs continue.

HOLLYWOOD HILLS HIGH SCHOOL

The Hollywood Hills High Media Center is complete with
new carpet, shelving, and furniture. Other completed
improvements on campus include the installation of
fire sprinklers and a chilled water system, while roofing
repairs remain in progress.

OAKRIDGE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

The kitchen at Oakridge Elementary has been
gutted in preparation for renovations and the
installation of a new AC unit. Furniture for the newly
renovated Media Center has arrived and books are
ready to go back on the shelves.
